The statistics are startling. According to
the US Fire Administration, in 2008 over
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20,000 people were injured or killed as a
result of fire and direct property loss
due to fires was estimated at $15.5
billion. In the United States, someone
dies from a home fire roughly every 134
minutes. Many of these deaths could
have been prevented with attention paid
to open flames or use of an alternative
source, like the LED candle. 
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
